2. Text font: Times New Roman 12

3. Title: Centered capital, bold font size 12

4. Authors: Left aligned, not capital font size 10

5. Affiliations: Left aligned not capital font size 9

6. Text: justified, new paragraph intend 1.0
7. Bibliography cited in the abstract: (Pearce et al., 1994; Pearce, 1994)

8. Bibliography list: Author Surname, Author Initials, (year)…title…, …journal…, …vol…, …pages…

1. Ulaanbaatar - Khanbogd - Oyu Tolgoi – Ulaanbaatar

The Oyu Tolgoi (Turquoise Hill in Mongolian) copper-gold porphyry deposits are located in southern Gobi desert of Mongolia, approximately 550 km due south of Ulaanbaatar and 80 km north of the Chinese-Mongolian border. Newly discovered superlarge Cu-Au porphyry Oyu Tolgoi deposit in South Gobi, which include clusters of deposits Hugo Dummett (North Hugo and South Hugo), Southern Oyu (Central Oyu, South Oyu and Southwest Oyu), and Heruga formed in Devonian island arc environment. The Hugo Dummett deposit is an exceptionally high-grade Cu-Au porphyry deposit (329 Mt at 3% Cu and 0.76 g/t Au) is located at depths ranging from 300 m to 2000 m below surface. The porphyry mineralization is related to Late Devonian quartz monzodiorite intrusion. Well developed porphyry system, including sericite and advanced argillic alteration with dominant bornite, chalcopyrite and gold mineralization can be observed in drill holes.

Khanbogd granite pluton of Permian age (U-Pb isochrones age 292 Ma) is emplaced in the Gobi-Tianshan rift zone at the border of Zuunbayan Cretaceous basin, within volcanic rocks of Tsokhiot Formation related to Gurvansaikhan island arc terrane. It is situated near the Oyu Tolgoi deposit and consists of two circular granite bodies, composed of alkaline granites, ring dikes and rare metal pegmatites. Fascinated ring structure, orbicular granite, ekerite, comendite and trachyandesite dikes, containing zirconium silicates (elpidite and armstrongite) and niobium silicate (mongolite) can be observed.
